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We have five kinds of fruit tomatoes and two kinds of cherry
tomatoes. It's a self-picking type field, and the passage is wide
enough for pets and wheelchair. The parking has a capacity for
four motor coaches and enough space for cars, too. This is the
only fruit tomato picking field in Yamanashi, so please come
and enjoy. Corn picking is also available only for groups that
make reservations in advance.
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Walking along the flower path in the west side of Oishi Park,
you can enjoy colorful flowers in all seasons. Summer cypress
grows all over the park in summer and autumn and is best

viewed in mid-October when its foliage turns red from
summer green.

The only lake in the world where kunimasu
habitats is Lake Saiko. Visitors can learn
about the habitat of kunimasu and other fish
living in Lake Saiko as well as the surround-
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Saiko Yacho-no-Mori Park (Wild Bird Forest)
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Surrounded by Aokigahara Jukai forest abounding with wild
birds, 210 kinds of wild birds fly into this park. The park has a
telescope-ready bird-watching room, a workshop for making
wooden products, a restaurant, and an exhibition room. How
about spending a holiday listening to the chirping song of birds
to relax. It is also well-known as a venue of the "Ice Festival."
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Aokigahara Jukai Nature Guide Tour
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It is a walking guide tour which an expert

guides and explains about the nature of
Aokigahara Jukai Forest.
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Lake Shojiko - Lake Motosuko - Fujigane Area
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The landscape of Lake Shojiko is most beauti-
ful of Fuji Five Lakes. In 1895, the lake was
introduced to Europe as "Japan Shoji" by a
British gentleman, Harry Stewart Whitworth,
who built a hotel by the lake and quickly
became famous as an international resort area.
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Lake Motosuko has mystic ultramarine water.
The view of Mt. Fuji from the northern shore
was designed and printed on 1,000yen bills.
The maximum water depth is 122m and is
proud of its outstanding depth and transparency
in the lakes in Japan. It is, of course, the
deepest of the Fuji Five Lakes. It is a scuba
diving point which is rare in freshwater lakes.
The beautiful ridge of sacred Mt. Fuji, the deep

forests surrounding the lake, and Mt. Fuji's
mirror reflection in the lake are must-sees.

It will
be fun to have a historical walk in Motosuko area along
with visiting historic sites which have connection to the
Kai-Takeda clan.

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Mt. Panoramadai

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Nature Observation Trail

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Yosano Akiko Inscription Monument
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In 1923, Yosano Akiko visited this place with
her husband, Tekkan. The poem she

composed then is inscribed as a monument
located at the east of Lake Motosu.
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Fujigane Highland
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In Fujigane Highland, you can see pastured
cattle eating grass. Being the largest
livestock area in Yamanashi, fresh and safe
animal products are produced. Itis a
boundless green land with a splendid Mt.
Fuji in the background.
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Several restaurants in Lake Motosuko area serve gibier curry using meat of deer captured at the

foot of Mt. Fuji.
